There was a brief discussion concerning the neighborhood traffic and police problems.  At the intersection of Tremont and Beaumont, there has been some trouble with the garbage trucks and school buses making the turns.  CLEAR is the unit of the police department addressing these issues.  The 700 block of Melrose has been patched extensively and has been put on the paving list for 2010, but the list has not yet been released.  Vehicles should not be parked across sidewalks – if it continues, police should be notified.  Parking safety is the neighborhood is a concern.  In the 600 block of Mt Vernon, there are continuing concerns about students cutting the fence.  UK should be contacted to stop parking.
