Hollywood-Mt Vernon Neighborhood Association 
General Board Meeting
Tuesday, April 21, 2009

The meeting was held on the first floor of Ashland Terrace, 475 South Ashland Ave, Lexington, KY 40502.

The meeting was called to order at 7:30 by presiding co-president Sam Kirkland.

The minutes of the last general board meeting that was held Tuesday, February 26, 2008, were read by Jane Ann Salyer.  Ed Brown moved that the minutes be approved.  The motion was seconded and approved.

Tim Swerczek presented the Treasurer’s Report.  There is approximately $1,288.00 in the bank account at Member’s Heritage.  Pam Upton made a motion to accept the report, Greg Pitts, seconded the report, and it was approved.

Old business was discussed.

The trees and sidewalk grant was discussed by various neighbors.  Pam noted that she did not believe Diane Lawless would approve of the Board’s initial attempt to designate 50% of the grant funds for those sidewalks that were cited within the prior three years.  Paula Holbrook made a motion that the board should seek clarification of the response and there should be an ad hoc committee to suggest potential uses for the grant funds.  This motion was seconded and approved.    

It was noted that when individuals are cited for sidewalk repairs, they also receive information regarding reimbursement from LFUCG.

Judy Lesnaw suggested that it would benefit the neighborhood to keep the website up-to-date so that individuals could access information freely.  She made a motion to reactivate the website.  This motion was seconded and approved.  Emily Ricketts volunteered to do the website content as an ad hoc committee of the board.  

Jane Ann Salyer disclosed that the $1,288.00 currently in the Members Heritage account was officially released by the LFUCG to be spent for legitimate neighborhood purposes.

Pam Upton reported that the traffic impact study for the Sunset/Kastle/Tremont was not as informative as it could have been, as it was not done during school hours.  She will continue to work with Diane Lawless to insure the next one is done during the week and during school hours so that it provides the best information about parking, congestion, and traffic flow.

New business was discussed.
